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GOLDEN AGE TOURS AND EXHIBITION OVERVIEW
Golden Age Tours & Exhibitions is a planetary improvement project. It approaches this task as a non-profit international travelling organization of healing and performing artists promoting global well being and harmony. 

G.A.T.E.'s strategy is to bring about general raised consciousness in the locale it serves. It achieves this through uses of transformational theatre and music at its core, surrounded by a team of expert practitioners in wide-ranging fields, such as alternative health care, alternative education, and new fields of consumer science. The intention is to bring to broad public attention broader options now available to help bring well-being and harmony to the world. 

G.A.T.E. fully embraces the concept of Earth as a living, breathing organism living symbiotically with humans and all life forms as extensions of an extended family of living things on its surface and within. And as in all viable life forms, the Earth is evolving to higher states of being carrying humans with it, who, because of the Earth/human symbiosis, are evolving also. Within this philosophical framework, G.A.T.E. perceives its mission as setting up a vibration within cell groups of humans to resonate with the Earth, via this vibration, bringing about deeper integration to the local Earth/human symbiosis. This is a new science, Geomancy, or "Earth acupuncture". 

Jose Arguelles in his bo ok, The Mayan Factor, predicted this new science arising in the wake of this deeper Earth/human symbiosis, and says, "One function of the new science will be to assist in the exact location and alignment of cell-groups with planetary points to augment the resonance of the greater whole." G.A.T.E. has developed a method of discovering these "planetary points," as well as determining the frequencies necessary to create resonance among local human organisms and the local planetary points. This is done through precise use of computerized metaphysical models generating resonating thought forms broadcast out from G.A.T.E. and amplified by radionic carrier waves. These disciplines are the very core of the G.A.T.E. delivery system (see Green Div., Dept 12 for technical data). The product of this delivery system is an alignment of frequencies across a tremendous range, from the subtlest, highest frequencies of light and thought to the grossest, lowest frequencies of solid rock. Encompassed within this womb of resonance all human vibrations of experience live, and are correspondingly aligned. This brings about a linking up, a fusing, of energies, and a resonate point is created. By the metaphysical Law of Similarity, this effect created once, sets up waves of circumstance for future effects, which then snowball geometrically. The end result is a tremendous surge of aligning frequencies bringing about World Harmony. 

G.A.T.E. project is an arm of (in ancient Mayan terminology) the Council of Solar-Planetary Affairs and the Council of Mediarchs, who exist and direct, metaphysically speaking, in the realm of thought vibration. Jose Arguelles has eloquently elucidated G.A.T.E.'s purpose as follows: 
"Operating closely with the High Council of Solar-Planetary Affairs will be the Council of Mediarchs and the Council of Geomants. The former will be charged with globally disseminating information and education through the computer-video network [see Transnet & TradeGATE]; the latter will be charged with the harmonic, artistic interface of human and planetary fields of resonance. The conjoined action of these two councils will be to bring about ever greater synchronizations of the human race. 

"Following the major task of divesting the old military establishment of its wealth and taking down and cleaning up toxic facilities, economics after A.D. 1992 will be freely regulated. Economic arbiters or overseers, functioning closely with the Council of Solar-Planetary Affairs and the Council of the Mediarchs, will travel from bio-region to bio-region gathering information in order to equalize the production and distribution of global wealth. Indeed, wealth will be information distributed as information units appropriate to local bio-regions. Exchanges will be set up between representatives of different groups, effecting cultural as well as informational and economic cross-pollination. Voyaging under the banner of the great Solar Being, the traveling economic arbiter teams will be joyously accompanied by minstrel bands, artistic troupes assisting in the planetary cross-breeding." 
Obviously to be effective on such a mission, the organizational structure of G.A.T.E. and that structure's inherent efficiency is the main factor in the success or failure of the mission. The structure must be tight, yet flexible, with strongly embedded communication lines to all personnel. It must be able to evolve itself very quickly and adapt to an infinite number of situations and demands. 

After over 15 years of research, development and testing, an organizational system has been found meeting all the above criteria. The system is based on the natural hierarchy of all things and is the common denominator linking the microcosms of the world with the macrocosms of the universe. The system is named the "Spectrum Organizational System". The system utilizes seven divisions with three departments per division. There is an executive director who has a deputy, and his two executives--one in charge of internal affairs and one in charge of external affairs. There are divisional heads, and in the case of a large division, such as the Technical or Green Division, there are departmental heads. In the case of G.A.T.E., the Executive Director of Mobile is also the ED of Base, although when on tour, the Base ED is considered an equal partner. 

The organization of G.A.T.E. is considered by all crew to be a living, breathing organism in and of itself, with the welfare of the whole organism of senior importance, just as individual cells of the human body work in symbiosis with other cells for the good of the whole organism. 

G.A.T.E. operates as two entities: 1) The Artists' Garden; and 2) G.A.T.E. Mobile. 
1) The Artists' Garden -- Initiates and administrates the three major services of G.A.T.E.: the mobile tour itself, broadcasting, and economic arbitration. It is also the main "Community Transformational Services Outlet". Other CTSO's are established at various points on G.A.T.E. itinerary, and are computer linked (see Violet Div., Dept 18 for details).

2) G.A.T.E. Mobile -- Comprised of five convertible vehicles operating outdoors with approximately 20 crew members, sees to it that the latest advances in bio-symbiotic human sciences are exhibited to the human population in any given area. It demonstrates new alternatives to harmonious planetary life.
G.A.T.E. BASE SERVICES 
1) Administration of G.A.T.E. Mobile -- This is achieved in two operational parts: off tour and on tour.
Off-tour time: During this time, computer generated metaphysical models are studied and carefully analyzed to create the theatrical/musical productions necessary to create the resonance. Demographic data is intricately analyzed to delineate cultural trends, needs and wants. This information is used to modify the theatrical and musical productions making them most relevant to the consciousness of the audience. Locally relevant social issues are presented on the musical carrier wave, which is then imbedded into the audience on radionic vibrations. (See technical data Green Div., Dept. 12). Alternative ways of approaching day-to-day issues, incorporating perennial wisdom into everyday life are presented as a plot line through the production. Once the material is written, it is rehearsed thoroughly by the actors, musicians and stage support crews. Meanwhile, marketing teams are busy preparing the way with advance promotions to the areas the tour will be visiting on its upcoming itinerary. 

All video/audio documentation of the previous tour is edited for use in annual CD musical releases and documentaries for public television. All other data gathered from on-tour time is analyzed and incorporated into the database to improve overall efficiency of the tour. 

New meteorological forecasting procedures are developed to help formulate the upcoming itinerary, since G.A.T.E. Mobile operates whenever possible out of doors for reasons of broader public contact and visibility. 

The new itinerary is produced and personnel rotated, or replaced. There will be a constant new input of expert practitioners depending on the perceived needs and wants of the publics serviced on the upcoming itinerary. A core group of on-tour executives and technicians will stay with the tour the entire ten years to ensure tour stability. 

Major emphasis is placed on G.A.T.E. being an excellent breeding ground for new world diplomats and planetary peace workers. To this end, eight to twelve "interns" will be rotated through the personnel roster. These interns are students at the World Peace University learning conflict resolution skills, networking, diplomacy, grassroots activism, etc. Depending on course work requirements, the interns will stay with the Tour a minimum of 12 weeks of on-tour time, with a week-long intensive groove-in period prior to Tour departure. If the intern has special musical, acting or technical skills, he may join the Tour staff requiring a minimum commitment of five months (20 weeks) (4 weeks briefing/rehearsal, 12 weeks touring, 4 weeks debrief/post turnover). Interns have possible shelter alternatives while on tour, e.g., tents (provided by G.A.T.E.), local host homes, local hotel/motel rooms (cost provided by intern), mobile homes (donated or rented at intern expense). (See Green Div. Dept 12 for detail). 

On-tour time: During this time, the extensive computer link with the tour is handled as top priority. Two controllers send and receive data from the tour transmitted via mobile phone modem or, later, satellite. 

There is a constant link with Mobile in order to keep its data current so its actions are most efficient. Video/audio tapes of performances and general activities are sent from Mobile weekly documenting its progress. Orders from the products outlet in the tour are processed. Extensive meteorological data is gathered and analyzed to ensure greatest outdoor time for the tour. 

Daily reports are filed by all department heads on tour, and this data is analyzed by Base to alert the tour captain to any unseen situations that may not have been reported to or found out by him.

Advance Promo Team is in daily contact with Base (as well as Mobile) to report their findings and progress. 

2) Publications/Media Arm: G.A.T.E. Base is responsible for seeing the monthly newsletter, "Transcendent Times," is published. The newsletter not only reports progress of G.A.T.E. Mobile, but also reports progress of planetary cultures--their breakthroughs to higher, more integrative thought in the sciences and the arts. It covers, too, the progress mankind is making toward world peace and brotherhood--the integration of political cultures and ultimately international government. Environmental issues are given extensive consideration with reports on new processes of bio-symbiotic waste handling and new technologies for eradicating all forms of environmental pollution. Updates on the developing "free economy" are included with timely information on how "you can help" (See Orange Division, Orange Dept. for complete description of "Transcendent Times").
Production of daily and weekly "World Progress Reports" are assembled at G.A.T.E. Base studios for radio and TV syndication with the latest information as covered monthly in T.T. International coverage is continually sought through alliances with various short wave stations and international news agencies. Presentations of these news stories is in the context of ancient paradigms of foreseen present day events. 

Video productions about G.A.T.E. Mobile and compilations done on world progress are released regularly. The intention with all audio/video reports is to affirm the positive aspects and actions bringing about a better world for all living things. The editorial stance is that hunger, pollution, war, violence, crime, disease, etc., are all conditions that are being healed. As we all increase our efforts to work together, a world without pain and suffering can and will come about. 

Annual video, CD, tape and disc releases of the best of G.A.T.E. Mobile performances are distributed to retail outlets. Each G.A.T.E. Mobile tour will feature at least one regional and one national performer in music or theatre to assist in G.A.T.E.'s marketing efforts, e.g. David Sanborn with G.A.T.E. Band, and Shirley MacLaine with G.A.T.E. Theatre Group (see further description below). 

3) Computer Services: G.A.T.E. Base runs the most extensive "New Age" computer service in the world. The service is based on familiar formats such as Compuserve, but offers information and services that are simultaneously "futuristic" and timely.

4) A.C.C.E.P.T., Alternative Creative Child Education Program Tutor, interfaces directly to home computers as an interactive school enhancement (or replacement, depending on level of involvement) for children 5-12 years old. The courses of study are presented in 25-hour blocks taken at the student's speed with highly qualified educators designing and interacting on the system. (See Green Division for complete details). 

5) Educomp, delivering levels of interactive education from approximately 6th Grade Level to specialized Graduate Studies. The data base is massive drawing data from all the major data banks of the world. Educomp doubles as a general reference library with well-indexed, easily downloadable data. The most important aspect to Educomp, from G.A.T.E.'s viewpoint, is the most complete compilation of knowledge in "new" fields of human well-being, such as radionics, morphogenetic fields, herbology, meditation, neuro-linguistic programming, visualization, gem therapy, chromotherapy, and acupuncture. Additionally, the most complete computer-available information on metaphysical fields previously shunned in human understanding now gaining broad acceptance, such as Cabala, Astrology, Tarot, Esoteric Christianity, Ancient Symbolism, Esoteric Psychology, I Ching, entity channeling, Cosmic Consciousness, etc. These fields are given priority because they have proven time and again down through the ages to change human consciousness. 

6) Transnet, is the most extensive computer bulletin board service for world transformation groups. Groups working in diverse fields from ecology, environment, and anti-pollution, to meditation and think-tank groups, can get listings of members and be able to post messages back and forth. Subscriptions to the various newsletters of these groups can be ordered through this service. The World Progress Report compiled for radio, TV and the newsletter is posted on Transnet, as well as instantaneous updates on the growth of the "New World Organism" (see p. 12). TradeG.A.T.E. (See below). 
7) Product Marketing Division (TradeG.A.T.E.): This is a function of both G.A.T.E. Base and G.A.T.E. Mobile. The actual inventory and shipping is kept at Base, with a small inventory of products, mainly for display, with Mobile. TradeG.A.T.E. has an extensive catalog of "Life Enhancement" products from books, tapes, health foods and artifacts to radionic power equipment, flotation tanks and free energy vehicles. The catalog is promoted by Mobile and included as a computer service, where consumers can order any product via computer modem. TradeG.A.T.E. products are also available by mail and phone order with all orders processed within 24 hours. Education of the broad public as to the uses for all products is the top priority. 
G.A.T.E. MOBILE SERVICES 
1) "Good Sailing" Band: At the core of the artistic energies of G.A.T.E. Mobile is Good Sailing. This is a small group of accomplished musicians whose job it is to amplify and radiate the highest musical vibrations possible. To start, a standard quartet compliment of keyboards, guitar, drums and bass, with two or more of the players doubling on other instruments, will write and arrange all material. Later on, finances permitting, the band will be enlarged.
The material of Good Sailing is uplifting and transformational. It is not necessarily solely meditative, since the purpose of the music is to almost jar the consciousness of the audience into a new reality in the short three to four hours they are on stage. The band will work closely with the theatre group, interacting with them at times with theatrical segues and operatic-style numbers. 

At least one well-known musician will be acquired for each tour and invitations for open jams to other famous musicians on the itinerary of the tour will be made. 

Music plays perhaps the most significant part in the energies of G.A.T.E. Mobile. As covered later (Green Division section), musicians will be playing almost constantly throughout the day, prior to the Good Sailing performances at night. 

2) "Alchemical Theatre": This is a small troupe of talented actors and actresses (4-5) presenting psychodramas of real life situations and options to "n ormal" ways of handling them. The psychodramas are presented in short one act plays that approach universal concepts in several ways. At times a main character goes through a major transformation following a crisis, or there may be a satire that communicates the concepts with humor, or there may be an audience participation play where members of the audience are brought on stage to participate improvisationally. Through it all runs the theme that people can rise above their pain and suffering and achieve a lasting inner and outer peace. Material for the plays is updated for each tour, with liberal input from the actors for revisions and bright ideas during the tours. The material is as sensitive to the needs and experiences of the audiences as possible.
3) Healing Room: This is a demonstration room of several of the latest technologies for healing. It contains a flotation tank, therapeutic music, healing aromas, chromotherapy lights, healing gemstones and magnetic force fields--all integrated into one healing experience. 

Demonstrations are done for time segments of 15 minutes. The room is for demonstration only, and, of course, no claims are made for the room's curative powers. 

4) TradeG.A.T.E. Mobile: This is the on-tour store displaying most of the products carried in the TradeG.A.T.E. catalog. The store is approximately 400-500 square feet in one of the tour trailers (see Vehicle Beta layout). A small inventory of the smaller items is kept, such as gems, herbs, records, tapes, books, etc., with any non-stock item in the TradeG.A.T.E. catalog obtainable from the store on a mail order basis. Orders for items not in inventory are sent to G.A.T.E. Base daily with the rest of the daily debrief data. Automated inventory alerts the store operator to stock items needed and these are shipped to Mobile from Base.
5) OpenG.A.T.E.: This is a service of G.A.T.E. Mobile allowing local practitioners of various alternative life improvement techniques to promote their practices by doing their demonstrations in tents at G.A.T.E. Mobile site. No money is charged by practitioners, as their profit is gained by positioning with and exposure from G.A.T.E..
A balance is kept so there is only one of each kind of practitioner and there is a balance as to general fields, e.g. not 90% bodywork and 10% spiritual work. Reservations for space are done well before the tour arrives, with a standby clause for those practitioners unable to be fitted in. Advance research is done in each location on the itinerary to find the most well established practitioner in that area, and an invitation is extended first to them. If they decline, reservations are on a first-come-first-serve basis. There is space for approximately ten practitioners with five 80 square feet spaces, and five 50 square feet spaces. 

Besides practitioners, local music and theatrical talent is invited to use the stage during "Open Mike" segments. These performers are invited and screened in the same manner as the practitioners, and are paid in tape copies of their performances. (Booking of well-known local talent is done more formally as part of general tour planning--see Green Division, Light Green Dept). 

6) G.A.T.E.-Reach: Here is the community outreach program of G.A.T.E. Mobile, made up of two high-powered experts in conflict resolution, stress management, and public speaking. This team is unleashed out into the community when G.A.T.E. Mobile arrives. They go on TV and radio, get into newspapers and generally get attention while they are doing seminars and lectures at schools, women's clubs, community service clubs, business groups--anywhere their knowledge can have the most impact.
The team personally invites everyone they see to "come see the show," (at the Mobile site) as they pass out leaflets after their seminars and lectures. After each tour location, they are thoroughly debriefed for their wealth of valuable information. 

One of the mission orders of the team will be the establishment of the "Organic Urban Self-Sufficient Home", and the "Community Transformational Services Outlet". Both are vehicles for demonstration of Higher Living, and both necessary PR-wise, and to help generate the funds (grant-wise) necessary to develop and sustain G.A.T.E. physically. This program is divided, therefore, into two main sections: the development of the self-sufficient home and the establishment of the CTSO (see Indigo Div. sub-programs). 

7) A/V Services: G.A.T.E. Mobile's audio-video services are extensive utilizing the state of the art in this technology. All stage performances are taped in video and digital audio, with autographed copies of first night tapes available to the public in the store. 

A live three-camera video mix is available to local cable companies and commercial television. Complimentary copies of first-night tapes and tour documentary tapes are sent to all radio and TV stations in the area. 

Open Mike participants are given video and audio tapes of their performances. 

Tapes of each performance are reviewed by participating staff to spot weak points to strengthen (see Blue Div., Dept 15). 

8) Radionic Enhancement: The relatively new technology of radionics is used extensively throughout all of G.A.T.E.'s activities. Through this technology it is possible to raise large groups of people in consciousness and well-being by means of radionic frequency emanations, and these devices are in operation surrounding G.A.T.E. Mobile's tour site.
Complete information about this technology as well as its agricultural uses is available at TradeG.A.T.E. along with retail and service outlet addresses and phone numbers. 

9) Automotive Alternatives Display: Perhaps one of the most unique aspects to G.A.T.E. Mobile is how it is mobile. Although the vehicles themselves are familiar-looking enough, their engines are certainly not. All G.A.T.E. Mobile vehicles are powered by "free energy" generators (based on Nikola Tesla's work nearly 100 years ago) powering electric motors that power the drive trains. The vehicles require no petroleum fuel and so are completely biosymbiotic. (NB: As of the date of this report, "free energy", or bioelectromagnetic energy devices, although developed into working models, have been so undermined by petroleum interests as to be unavailable. If necessary, propane gas will be used at first, which is 98% cleaner than gasoline.)
One of the two semi-truck tractors is displayed with complete schematics. Engineering plans and parts catalogs for conversions are available for cars, trucks and buses. The point here is to make a strong statement against vehicular pollution, as it is one of the main causes of planetary toxemia. This is emphasized in the display. 

10) G.A.T.E.Give: (Money redistribution project)
VEHICLE COMPLIMENT OF G.A.T.E. MOBILE 
1) Stage Truck, "Alpha"-- Semi-tractor/trailer format. A custom designed trailer has fold-down sides that when extended, create a large (25' X 60') stage. Built-in sliding bars supporting the overhead stage lighting are in three positions for back light, direct overhead and front lighting. Floor lights and stage monitors are built in, and the Main PA speakers fold out on both sides. All stage equipment and "A/V Droid" (see below) is carried in the trailer while on the road.
The tractor carries an exec double sleeper cabin and complete CB radio/phone gear with state of the art audio playback units. 

2) Service Truck, "Beta"-- Semi-tractor/trailer format. A custom designed trailer has three sections: the TradeG.A.T.E. store, Healing Room and a complete kitchen to service Mobile's crew. In the kitchen are compact hydroponic beds growing sprouts, wheatgrass and algae for crew consumption (see Blue Div, Dept 14 for more detail on food requirements). The roof of the vehicle over the kitchen is transparent to allow light in for the growing beds. The TradeG.A.T.E. square footage is increased with fold-down sides similar to the stage truck. Over the Healing Room section is a transparent pyramid.
The tractor carries a double exec sleeper cabin and complete CB radio/phone gear with state of the art audio playback units. 

3) Crew Transport Bus, "Delta"-- This is a converted GMC highway bus, designed to comfortably seat and bed 12 crew--seats convert to comfortable beds. Aboard are three toilets and three showers.
At the rear of the bus is the "radio shack" or communications room, containing the computer mainframe for Mobile, a high-speed printer, copy machine, FAX machine, radio transceiving equipment and two computer terminals. 

Under the bus is housed a laundromat with two washers and two dryers and a state of the art 500-gallon water recycling and enhancement plant. This plant is connected to Gamma and Beta vehicles while on site. 

4) HQ Trailer, "Gamma"-- This is a customized 65-foot trailer home in three sections: a conference room in the rear, a library and the Captain's private sleep unit at the front. The conference room is used for exec meetings daily and has a computer terminal and A/V equipment.
The library has a small, but complete compliment of books and audio/video tapes for crew use, complete sets of G.A.T.E. procedure books, and a computer terminal. 

The vehicle has a toilet, shower, refrig, & hot plate. Gamma is pulled by a GMC 2-ton truck with double rear wheels, four-wheel drive and king cab. The truck is detached and used as a shuttle at tour sites. 

5) A/V Droid -- Included here because it is auto-motive. The droid rides in Alpha on the road and is down-ramped and steered to a proper position in front of the stage, about 100 feet back at the site. The droid contains the master control boards for sound, lights and video. 

On top is the main spotlight that can be remotely or manually operated, and inside there is room for up to three technicians. (Only one technician will be necessary at most times up until the main show when three will be needed). 

Two 24-track digital tape units, six cassette copy units, 24-channel audio mix board, four video recording units, three vidcam mix unit, four video monitors, and a 25-unit light board make up the equipment compliment of the droid. 

All vehicles have internal and external air ionizing units to provide a healthful and exhilarating oxygen environment. The external units are heavy-duty industrial strength able to ionize air in a 50-foot perimeter. 

FINANCIAL SUPPORT 

One of G.A.T.E.'s mission orders is to assist in the phase-over from a money economy to a free-server economy. This means G.A.T.E.'s ongoing financial support sources will be ever changing and evolving. 

The start-up capital (approximately $1.8 million--see "Business Plan") will be acquired through philanthropic organizations and individuals, government grants and general fund raising techniques. G.A.T.E. organization is 501 (c)(3) non-profit or a division of a 501 (c)(3) non-profit organization. Ongoing expenses are more than adequately covered by retail operations of the services listed earlier with the key word, "diversified" (see predicted breakdown in Business Plan). 

The mission of G.A.T.E. is to encourage "free serving". Free serving is the loving, anti-material activity of delivering a valuable service to another person or organization with the knowledge that that action radiates vibrations through the material universe that build up and return bearing gifts to the server. These "gifts" provide full organism support so the Free Server may continue serving. At every opportunity G.A.T.E. acts as a Free Server. Retail merchandizing is done as a transitional activity as necessary to meet the resistance of the culture to this concept. G.A.T.E. has the enormous task of separating cultural concepts of "value" and "validity". For most in the current planetary culture, an object or service has much less validity if it is given freely. For example, a massage given freely must be valueless compared with a massage for $100/hr. Surely the practitioner who charges $100/hr must be superior! And so it will go. G.A.T.E.'s mission will be to help organize the new Free Serving Work Force. 

Growing the New World Organism: The organization of the new Free Serving Work Force will begin via computer modem on Transnet which will act as an instantaneous personnel pool as new "free servers" enter on-line (clubs of free servers in various areas can pool their resources for a computer & modem, or phone in the data). These participants will report in with what they want to do as a free service to provide to the other on-line servers. The servers will know who all the other servers are, so that ones geographically close can combine forces and begin to organize cooperative ventures that provide valuable services to each other. It is visualized that food, shelter, utilities, and the other necessities will be considered the most crucial services to get on-line, since they tend to be most easily centralized and hence monopolized by money interests. An ongoing "DNA Template File" will show all on-line servers the up-to-the-moment growth pattern of the "new world" organism, with "Free Server Alerts" showing what areas most need additional servers to keep a balanced, harmonious symbiosis happening. The DNA template is based on the Spectrum Organizational System as applied to human civilization (see Spectrum System section). 
As "cells" of free servers grow larger they will get quite specialized, and eventually all services and products now available in a money economy, will be provided to all servers free of money. 

CONCLUSION 

G.A.T.E. is underway, and has been underway in the hearts and minds of all human beings desiring a better world for years. With hard work, imagination, and a lot of courage, G.A.T.E. will materialize.
